» Fencers may enter more than one event, but if a conflict of timing arises, they may be
required to withdraw.

» The latest FIE rules will apply, except regarding Kevlar clothing and Maraging blades.
All participants must have a mask, jacket, sous-plastron, breeches, 2 weapons, and 2
body-wires. All masks and body-wires must pass armourer inspection. New lamé bib
rules will be enforced for Open Foil, and U17 Foil events.




Recreational Events
Recreational Mixed Events are intended for newer fencers of all ages. Entrants must have a
valid Associate AFA membership. Fencers with competitive memberships will not be
permitted. Register for the recreational events in the Club tab on the Tournament Listings page
of the AFA website. Breeches are not required for the recreational events, but the fencer’s legs
must be completely covered. Lamé bibs are not required for the recreational foil event.
